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“THE POTENTIAL OF COMENIUS SECTORAL PROGRAMME ACTIONS
IN TACKLING THE PHENOMENON OF EARLY SCHOOL LEAVING”

Outline of the Seminar

The Strategy “Europe 2020 sets as its priority the investment in the human capital to enable the old continent
overcome the current economic crisis and lay the foundations for a sustainable growth that would give
employment and prosperity prospects to future generations. The sector of education and the reduction of early
school leaving to less than 10% figures is among the five headline targets fixed at EU level to evaluate the
progress of its implementation.

Already since 2003, the issue of early school leaving and its negative impact on European societies has been in
the spotlight, in the context of fulfilling the strategic objective set out at the European Council of Lisbon, when
the European Council of Education established the following objective: “By 2010 the number of early school
leavers should be at least halved, compared to the 2000 rate, so that the average of early school leavers be
equal or below 10%".

Notwithstanding the progress so far, still this objective has not been attained and it shall be sought after also
in the upcoming decade; this objective is directly linked to the attainment of the other "Europe 2020 strategy
objectives as school education completion enhances job seekers’ perspectives and therefore limits social
marginalization. The unhindered participation of all young people of Europe in the school education systems
is now more necessary than ever as all recent forecasts regarding future needs in skills make reference to an
increase of jobs requiring high or moderate qualifications.

Reducing early school leaving also constitutes a broader priority in the Lifelong Learning Programme and the
European Commission’s action plan in the sector of Lifelong Learning. The Lifelong Learning Programme
(2007-2013) contributes with its individual actions to enhancing the contribution of education and training to
‘Europe 2020" strategy’s priorities and key objectives. In this framework, the Comenius sectoral programme
that focuses on school education, offers economic support to enable schools from different European countries
to cooperate in issues of mutual interest through student and teaching staff mobility. The subject matters of
“Comenius School Partnerships” being developed on this footing, include the early school leaving phenomenon
and the ways of preventing/reacting to it.

Similarly, the local and regional educational authorities, through cooperation with regional partners in other
European countries, in the context of the action “Comenius Regio Partnerships’, have highlighted the particular
needs in prevention and management of this phenomenon in their areas of responsibility.

The seminar held in Athens on December 16, 2013, on the topic “The potential of Comenius sectoral programme
actions in tackling the phenomenon of early school leaving”, contributed to further promoting the work performed
through School Partnerships and Comenius Regio Partnerships, developing their activities around such an

important issue. Our ambition is that the exchange of best practices among the bodies involved in this topic shall
contribute to improving the results and the outcomes of Partnerships; in this way the outcomes can become
useful and be utilized by parties directly involved in their implementation as well as by the broader educational
community. Moreover, according to the National Agency, through the presentation of the individual aspects of
the phenomenon and the challenges arising for a coordinated action between the school, the family, educational
authorities and other social bodies, the participants were mobilized towards the problem’s dimensions and the
role they are called upon to play in order to tackle it.

Following an invitation by the National Agency, the seminar was completed with a short presentation by Dr.
Kosmas Vlachos Headmaster of the 4th Primary School of Glyfada. The presentation'’s title was “Teacher training
and European development plan”.

Programme

Allow me to begin this presentation by extending a warm “thank you” because throughout all these years you
have supported the efforts in the “Lifelong Learning” Programme. It has not been an easy path to tread, nor will
it be in the future. It is nevertheless a path full of challenges. The challenges mainly relate to school education
which is the basic pillar of the new programme, the Erasmus+.

As the old programme draws to its end and the new one begins, | welcome all of you. It is a sheer pleasure for
me, because today’'s seminar serves as a springboard to discuss the school’s actual predicament.

Comenius was established and was integrated in the LLP with a very big response and success in Greece. It
has by now spread across the territory within the educational community, both quantitatively and qualitatively,
forming an entity in itself. Besides partnerships, Individual Mobility was also financed; this is an exceptional
action which was supported all these years, boosting personal development too. The reason was that each
teacher in a school unit had the possibility of mobility and of coming back to school bringing in new knowledge.

Ateacher, having acquired extra knowledge and having established a connection with other 15, 17 teachers from
all over Europe, by participating in the seminar, was coming back bringing along a network of communication.
It is very important to find yourself among potential transnational partners, sitting at the same table where you
can share your concerns at any time. It is marvelous to see how diversity is treated and how differences are
eased through such forms of cooperation. This was what we looked for anyway. And this is what is sought after
in the new cooperation of Erasmus Plus.

During the LLP implementation phase (2007-2013), very important things take place. Forging school
cooperation is very important for all states. All programmes have managed to put in place a remarkable record
in employees’ training - since unemployment is a topic of major importance. It was, therefore, a sine qua non
prerequisite for the European Commission to keep on investing in education for 2014-2020.

All of us participate in everything. This is the essence of the programme. These are fields of concern that do not
simply preoccupy just us or some neighboring schools or colleagues. They represent problems, ideas but also
the dream of teachers and schools across the European territory.

The following question could be raised though: We created programmes, teachers were sent to schools and
so what? What is the situation with schools today? Schools go through tough times and we all witness it.
We experience it with you. We are standing by you and you are aware of it. The difficulties spring from a
contestation; a contestation of the European thought, of the European cooperation and no matter how much
we try to disregard it, it rises on the surface in order to tackle it. In this effort we should involve ourselves, our
children, the parents and the local community where schools are an integral part.
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Schools should open up in order to unearth all this concern. Development shall derive from fruitful thinking,
through the exchange of opinions aimed at improvement, through contestation and submission of proposals.

We should not be envisaging an effective school only through an increase of expenditure for education. It cannot
be envisaged only through cooperation, only through a good teacher who is evaluated, who is toiling hard and
gives a token of his/her work with heroism; spare me please the use of such an emotionally charged word.
I mean it. In our era, the toughest thing to do is to stand at the teacher’s desk and not speak ex cathedra, but
inspire a group of students from the Pre-primary to the Upper Secondary School. It is hard to be able to stand
up in your position as a teacher, to inspire, to work, to stand by students and to be close to the Headmaster too.
The Headmaster should be aware that whatever takes place at school practically reflects on him/her because
he/she is the school leader. Therefore, the Headmaster is credited with anything good and is being blamed for
any difficulty.

However, schools can become more attractive when cooperation is in place; this is something the Headmaster
should strive for, together with the parents and the local community leaders. Unquestionably, early school
leaving is the result and outcome of social disparities. | believe that early school leaving is not a unilateral
phenomenon. It is the abandonment both by the child and by the parent or the custodian.

Let me warmly thank you once again; rest assured that we are standing by you and we shall keep on sharing
concerns with you, working in a creative manner. Continue this journey you set out through the Comenius
programme; this dream you managed to touch at some point through the cooperation on a theme. Do not
forget it. It is something you need yourselves first and foremost, but students also need it. These are the
people we are working for, the children.

And we need to strive for children at whatever age, but also for ourselves, for the child we all nurture within
us; a child that we have left in oblivion and dusted. We are also entitled to a vision; if we lack vision, let us build
one, let us believe in it and engage others. In this way, we will cope with the grey side of things. To go a little
bit further and maybe rise a little bit higher. We are endowed with a lot of foundations and qualifications to
achieve it.

Dear colleagues, what you should remember is that through such forms of
cooperation we are not only recipients of things; we also give. Such forms of
cooperation take schools forward, helping them to open up to the European
Community, transcending our own micro-world. Therefore, you are worthy of
praises, and | hope you shall continue implementing such actions because you
offer so many things to your students, your school and yourselves.

| shall endeavor a quick approach on the interesting topic of “tackling and reducing early school leaving”. For
years this has been a topic of concern for the Educational community both at national and at European level.
This has been intensified lately that the new NSRF 2014-2010 is being planned. The European Union is placing
special emphasis on tackling and reducing early school leaving. It appears that the funding of education shall
be largely underpinned on the thematic priority axis; this refers to tackling and reducing early school leaving
and upgrading the quality of education. We cannot achieve a reduction in school dropout, unless we upgrade
education.

Early school leaving, the so-called school dropout, includes any form of giving up formal education and training
or non formal training, before the completion of the secondary, general or vocational education. It is a multifac-
eted phenomenon impacting on persons, society and economies.

The permanently high number of young people who give up on school, without having acquired the basic level
of qualifications and skKills, constitutes an alarming sign that the initial education systems do not always pro-
vide the necessary foundations and prerequisites for lifelong learning or for keeping children in schools. Data
on school dropout, i.e. the systems that monitor school dropout are EUROSTAT or ELSTAT, the corresponding
Greek Statistical Service. These researches mainly refer to young people at the age of 18 to 24 years who have
not completed the upper secondary education and do not participate in education and training.

Another system (tool) was the Observatory of the Pedagogical Institute that operated until 2007 before the
Pedagogical Institute was abolished. The “Observatory” adopted the following monitoring methodology: it mon-
itored a generation of students from their entry to primary school until their graduation or respectively from
their entry to lower secondary school until graduation or respectively their entry to the General or Vocational
Upper Secondary School. In a nutshell, it calculated how many students joined and how many graduated from
the various types of schools; in other words, the Observatory kept results of school dropout for a generation of
students.
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In addition, the Observatory received data during the transition stage from one type of school to the other. We
are usually missing students in the 15! year of the corresponding level of education. In the 1styear of Lower Sec-
ondary School, due to the compulsory character of education, we miss fewer children and only under special
circumstances. On the contrary, we miss students upon their transition to the General Upper Secondary or the
Vocational Upper Secondary School. This is when the highest school leaving rate is observed and we should
envisage the policies to be employed in order to tackle the phenomenon.

The reasons why young people abandon education early are largely personal; many a time family reasons
are involved. However, some recurrent characteristics have been identified establishing a close link to early
school leaving.

Vulnerable and socially disadvantaged groups and persons coming from a low educational background con-
stitute some recurrent patterns. There are also educational factors, such as the low response of educational
programmes in supporting students with educational difficulties or in meeting labor market needs. It is very
common that study programmes themselves are to blame, as they are not adapted to face children with spe-
cial characteristics, specific problems and learning difficulties. It is quite probable therefore to “lose” this child
from the classroom.

In addition, in tourist areas, such as Rhodes, very high school leaving rates are observed, due to economic
reasons. These children follow tourism economy; they seek for a job very early in tourist enterprises: they
become waiters, hotel employees, etc. The study programmes followed at schools in vocational education do
not cover such specialties or are limited. The State is therefore called upon to create such study programmes,
create such specialties in order to satisfy the local business activities. For example, Kastoria is an area with a
strong fur production; it is self-evident that the area needs Vocational Education schools to offer students spe-
cial qualifications and professional skills. The two aforementioned examples are listed among the educational
factors closely linked to early school leaving.

School dropout relates to individual circumstances occurring within a family often forcing the child to leave
school (e.g. the loss of the father).

The repercussions from early school leaving, at individual level, affect people throughout their life and de-
crease their possibilities of participating in the social, cultural and economic evolution of society.

At the level of economy and society, the high early school leaving rates have long term impact on social de-
velopments and economic growth. The persons leaving school early tend to participate less in democratic
procedures and to be less active citizens.

Innovation and development require a specialized labor force, not only in high technology, but also across the
entire economy. Therefore, innovation is the tool to take us a step further and what you are doing, your partici-
pation in such programmes, constitutes innovation.

Early school leaving drives young people to unemployment very quickly. Their employability depends closely
on the level of formal qualifications acquired. Even in case unskilled persons are employed, they earn less, oc-
cupying mostly precarious jobs; very often they depend on social care and participate less in lifelong learning.

Therefore, the early school leaving indicator is a critical element that could be utilized in the strategic planning
process, with the aim to combat educational disparities. For this reason, the elimination of educational dispari-
ties figures among the key strategic objectives of Lisbon strategy.

According to EUROSTAT data, approximately 15% of young people at the age of 18-24 leave secondary educa-
tion early; this rate displays a small progress towards the target, i.e. 10% fixed for 2010. However, the target for
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2014-2020 is 9,7%. The rate in Greece in the last year reaches 13,1%, i.e. we are lagging far behind.

The research conducted has shown that the Primary school presents almost zero early school leaving rates.
The highest rates are observed in areas with Roma children population, children of immigrants, in the areas
with the biggest socioeconomic problems. In Primary School, the school dropout rate is very limited. This
rate increases more in Lower Secondary School, skyrocketing in vocational education. In vocational education,
school dropout reaches 22% to 23%. The State, therefore, should implement actions in this field, in technical
vocational education.

Where do we observe the highest rates? Research shows that, per grade of education, the phenomenon is
observed in secondary education and mainly in Technical Vocational Education.

If we consider the gender parameter, you shall observe that 16,3% of males leave school early, compared to
12,5% of females. This difference is higher in rural areas. In these areas, males abandon school much earlier.

Throughout compulsory education, males tend to face more learning difficulties compared to females; this is
why we often argue that girls study more compared to boys.

As regards the spatial and geographical distribution, in Greece the early school leaving rate in Lower Second-
ary School is smaller in the urban areas. In most Prefectures, the urban areas present a lower early school
leaving rate compared to semi-urban and rural areas.

However, if we take a look at region’s level-for example the Region of Attica- we shall ascertain that school
dropout in B Athens is minimal. In Western Attica though, we have very high school dropout rates. The State
should identify where the problems are spotted and where the highest school dropout rates are observed;
intervention should be focused on these areas, through actions to prevent and reduce this rate.

The national targets for the reduction of early school leaving rates shall promote policy development in this
sector putting more pressure on effective and performing policies, taking for granted that early school leaving
is a complex phenomenon and its characteristics differ from country to country, among regions and, some-
times, even within the same region.

A cohesive, comprehensive and evidence-based policy to combat early school leaving includes three key ele-
ments: prevention, intervention and off-setting measures. However, intervention measures are often taken
instead of preventive ones. Therefore, the sequence of things is the following: “I prevent something before |
need to intervene and then | take off-setting measures”. These measures cover all levels of education and
training, the structural aspects of education and training systems, the possible interventions at school level and
the support programmes for individual students, who face a school leaving risk.

As far as prevention is concerned, we could achieve it by upgrading the quality of education and by promoting
equal access. The increased participation in good quality pre-school education and care constitutes one of the
most effective measures, so that children can kick off on a solid basis and with the suitable qualifications.

It is not by chance that many European Commission recommendations-policies on combating early school
leaving make reference to upgrading pre-school education quality. If you involve the child early in the educa-
tion system, giving it solid foundations, it is certain that this child will continue going to school. If a child has
never heard of school and you place it all of a sudden in the A" grade of Primary School, somehow the child will
have problems in the long run. It is therefore very important for the State to put in place actions for pre-school
age and not to be too concentrated on Upper Secondary School and University admission examinations.

With respect to quality improvement of all-day schools, the latter play an important role in education. They are
not a parking space for children, as many people argue. All-day schools carry out activities having to do with
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children’s education and cultural development. Therefore, the institution of all-day schools is a very important
one.

Moreover, improvement of teaching methods and study programmes, both in General and Vocational Educa-
tion are necessary to upgrade the quality of education. | mentioned earlier the study programmes of vocational
education, how they should be targeted to the local community needs.

The teaching methods, the way we approach a thematic unit is also very important. Teachers’ training in teach-
ing approaches, in digital school programmes, and in the use of new technologies in the teaching practice, aim
at their professional development and at boosting classroom performance. Training alone is not enough; the
State should also support teachers, offering the means, the equipment and the premises to work appropriately
and produce an outcome.

Students presenting low performance need systematic support in their classes. Such courses are language
and literature, mathematics and physical sciences. Such interventions are made through remedial teaching
programmes, to support weak students. It is like a tutorial class to strengthen low performing students.

Furthermore, the systematic linguistic support of children belonging to families that do not speak the language
of the school (immigrants, Roma, etc) is also important. For years now many programmes have been put in
place to support Roma students. These programmes carry out a very important task but are fraught with a
significant weakness. This weakness rests in the fact that we lack to date an integrated evaluation and data
entry system to be able to know across the national territory the success and sustainability level of such pro-
grammes, i.e. how many Roma children finally managed to continue going to school and complete it, whether
at Primary or Secondary Education level. How many children kept on attending the school? Where are these
children, who in one year find themselves in the area of Larissa and the following year in Lamia? Is there a
system, an Observatory to keep track of all these children? Do we find these children in the school environment
or have we lost them? Do we make an effort to depict all these data? All the above, Cooperation Observatories
taking place in local communities, the school with Roma parents etc last for as long as the programme lasts
and then we miss out on them. We should envisage how these programmes shall keep on operating and sup-
porting local community.

Another problem is teachers” mobility, i.e. teachers serving in schools with Roma students and who have been
trained in order to support these social groups and after a year or two leave or change schools. Although the
State has invested and has created specially trained human resources, teachers’ mobility results somehow to
the waste of such expertise. This is why education and the mechanisms elaborated through such programmes
should be carried over to the school’s culture. The entire school should learn how to build on this mindset; it is
not only the responsibility of the person who was trained and teaches Roma students etc; so when this person
leaves, it should be possible for the school itself to transmit know-how to young teachers and continue operat-
ing without any hindrance.

Moreover, with reference to prevention, we could do the following: Improvement of educational infrastructure,
with the use of ICT, aiming at mitigating territorial disparities and at reinforcing education without discrimina-
tions. | would like to share with you a personal experience from a pilot programme of the Pedagogical Institute.
We created an internet platform of “teaching design”, where groups of teachers from 3-4 schools were created
in 3 cities of Greece; in Athens, in Patras and in Rhodes. A University professor in every city was appointed to
coordinate the team and served as educator. Teachers met in pre-fixed sessions, where the necessary educa-
tion took place by the coordinator; subsequently, all teachers worked together on how to design a thematic unit,
on how to make a lesson plan, what kind of activities to use for the specific unit etc. The teaching scenarios
planned were uploaded on the platform and they were tested by each teacher in every school; when teachers
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met, they presented their views saying for example “in my classroom, this did not work”. Another one said: “in
my classroom it worked well, maybe | should have made it more difficult”etc. In the day conference when the
pilot project results were presented, a colleague who participated in one of the programme’s groups, said the
following: “colleagues, when | was first appointed as physicist in Symi and I did not know how to plan a thematic
unit, what activities to use for the specific unit, | was trying to figure out how to include evaluation subjects”. Many
of us might have wondered when they were newly-appointed “‘what topics am | supposed to introduce?” “If | had
this opportunity through this portal, through this application, to cooperate with colleagues, plan a lesson, listen to
their views, express my opinion, | think | would be a better teacher, for the benefit of my students and the school
in general”. Therefore, the improvement of educational infrastructure, with the use of ICT combined with the
human resources education, leads to quality improvement of the education offered.

The enhancement of vocational education quality and prestige, the improvement of coherence of educational
programmes based on labor market needs, the increased displacement possibility among educational routes
(type of school) could lift the barriers that do not allow successful school progress. If the school's framework
enables a General Lower Secondary School student to leave school easily opting for vocational education, in
case of low performance and difficulties, this student shall not abandon school. As a result, the school's pro-
gramme and the educational system should offer students alternatives.

The active policy for the elimination of discriminations improves the social, national and cultural mixing in
schools, contributes to better exchange of lessons among peers, helps the integration or targeted support of
disadvantaged schools and improves the educational performance of children from non privileged social strata
of low educational background. Measures of positive discrimination include the educational priority zones, the
so-called EPZ. Unfortunately, only 13 such schools operate, offering targeted support to schools, improve the
educational contribution of such schools, offer additional support to students in linguistic and mathematical
literacy, create innovative learning environments, adapted to the particular needs of students. Positive dis-
crimination measures should always be combined with active networking and close cooperation among par-
ticipating schools for the exchange of experiences and concerns.

Intervention measures may address a school in its entirety or specific students who run the risk of leaving
school and of dropping out of education. These measures, focusing on the school as a whole, aim at improving
the school ambiance, at creating a supportive learning environment, at developing early notification systems
and better cooperation, at creating networks with extracurricular parameters and access to local networks.
Such networks consist of social support groups, social workers etc.

The student-oriented measures mainly focus on counseling, guidance and supervision of students, on indi-
vidualized learning approaches and improvement of guidance and pecuniary assistance, such as school al-
lowances.

The off-setting measures focus on the following:

O Quality and equality improvement in Primary and Secondary education through monitoring, evaluation
and application of a quality assurance system.

O Improvement of teachers’ skills and professional development. Establishment of incentives and
professional standards. The professional development of teachers constitutes an added value for the
educational system and the students.

O Schools’ response capacity to the different ways of student learning and tools to assist teachers in
satisfying the various needs of students. Curricula should be accompanied by a diversified educational
approach.
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O Possibility for individualized and flexible learning procedures addressed to students who wish to learn
“through practice” and for whom the active forms of learning constitute an incentive.

The higher participation of regions and the determination of incentives could turn out being successful. The
implementation of social policies for youth, family, health, local community, employment, and the application of
educational policies could largely contribute to reducing early school leaving by promoting creativity, new ways
of thinking, cross-cultural dialogue and social cohesion. Such examples are cultural education, cooperation
with the local stakeholders of the labor market, sports.

Our colleague, Ms. Papadopoulou will present to you what the State is preparing to do and what it has done
so far in view of the period 2014-2020; Ms. Papadopoulou recently took over as Head in the newly established
office of the Institute of Educational Policy, at the Observatory for school dropout, enshrined by law 4186 in
September 2013.
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“Tackling and Reducing Early School Leaving”

Ms. Eleni Papadopoulou, Head of the Observatory for recording and tackling school dropout

To continue with our presentation, let us elaborate on Early School Leaving.
Allow me at times to use the acronym ESL, within the context of the European
Commission. We shall mention below the Observatory which was recently
created at the Institute of Educational Policy; in particular, it was created in
September 2013 to cope with ESL. We shall finally examine the prospects of
cooperation and utilization of Comenius School Partnerships and Comenius
REGIO Partnerships.

Based on the E.U. Position paper for Greece (11/2012), the European strategy
2020 for Greece, as it had been planned since 2012, included eight national
objectives for all policy sectors. It should be emphasized that at least two out
of the eight national objectives for Europe 2020 refer to education. One of these
two objectives is the reduction of the Early School Leaving index to below
9,7% [the other one refers to tertiary education). Note that the target for the European average is fixed at 10%.

For the attainment of national targets-indices, eleven thematic objectives have been specified, of which the
tenth refers to education and bears the following title: “Investing in education, skills and lifelong learning”.
The tenth Thematic Objective is analyzed in four investment priorities, the first of which is “Tackling and reduc-
ing early school leaving, upgrading of education quality and promotion of equal access”. Moreover, for the
Thematic Objective of education, the Ministry of Education and Religious Affairs has elaborated eight special
strategic objectives directly associated with combating early school leaving; this fact highlights its paramount
importance in the planning of the Ministry’s educational strategy.

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Besides the technocratic details, the graph depicts the way the educational sector fits in the architecture of
a new programming period, the new National Strategic Reference Framework from 2014 until 2020 and in
particular the importance of dealing with early school leaving by 2020. It is therefore obvious that in this archi-
tecture, the issue of school dropout holds a central and prominent position, as it is clear that within Europe 2020
it constitutes for us a national, strategic objective and priority for investing initiatives.

For this reason, the Ministry of Education, by way of the EU Directorate, cooperates with the rest of EU countries
at many levels, inter alia on the issue of ESL. Already, the Institute of Educational Policy has data on the prac-
tices followed in different countries to cope with the phenomenon. Typical examples can be found both in the
European North and in the European South.

Austria has adopted a National Strategy against Early School Leaving (measures to revisit and improve the
educational system, measures at school level, measures to support “doubtful students”). Due to the many
offsetting measures already taken, emphasis is placed on taking preventive and interventional measures (e.g.
emphasis on individualized learning and teaching).

In the Netherlands, data collection is carried out annually; the causes for which young people give up school are
examined by the Research Centre for Education and the Labour Market -ROA at the University of Maastricht.

Portugal has created a national database which collects information monthly from schools, students and social
welfare services. Data are collected at student level: (age, special needs), or at their parents’ level (e.g. profes-
sion, educational background, professional status).

In Spain, Austria and Malta, the respective Ministries have created special units that coordinate, apply and
check the policies against Early School Leaving.
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The map depicts the performance of EU member - states in early school leaving (Eurostat data from the Final
Report of the Thematic Working Group on Early School Leaving). The countries displayed in darker color have
a higher value in the ESL index, posting therefore bad performance. The lighter is the color, the better the
performance. Greece is ranking better than the European Union average, something which is also depicted in
the next graph.

In this graph, data have been processed and each country’s performance is presented in comparison to the
European Average of 10% (horizontal dotted line) and in relation to the minimum progress that each country
should register (vertical dotted line). For each country, as for Greece, a target-percentage has been fixed for
2020. The green color shows the countries which have attained the target corresponding to them for 2020. Grey
color shows the countries for which we do not have data. As it appears, Greece is close to the European aver-
age (10%) and to its average target (9,7%). On the other hand, the position of Greece is on the left compared to
the dotted line, which is at the center; this fact denotes that progress has been registered in the last years and
in particular in the period 2009-2012. The more to the left from the vertical dotted line a country is positioned,
the higher the progress that has been registered. In other words, it seems that Greece does not present a huge
deviation in this field compared to the rest of Europe.
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Our country’s progress since 2000 to date is illustrated also in the following graph. Throughout this period of
twelve years, the index improvement touches 35%. Therefore, within twelve years from 2000 until 2012, it is
obvious that school dropout is on the decline. It was calculated that in the last quarter of 2012, the rate reached
11.4% whereas the target is set at 9,7%, as already mentioned.

We are generally optimists; however, a cohesive strategy is required to reduce school dropout based on a
strong and cohesive political commitment by all stakeholders. Besides planning a strategy and the horizontal
cooperation, it is necessary to create a system for reliable data collection and monitoring.

The Ministry of Education and Religious Affairs, in view of the new programming period (2014-2020) is bound

to develop and apply a

reliable system for measuring school dropout, something which constitutes one of the

prerequisites to ensure funding from the new operational programme (ex ante conditionality).

With Law 4186/2013 “Restructuring of Secondary Education and other provisions”, the Observatory was set up
as a structural unit of the Institute of Educational Policy to record and tackle school dropout.

A schematic illustration of the Observatory’s operation is the following:

For issues of recording and dealing with school dropout, through the digital web application being designed
in the context of the project “Self-evaluation of the Teaching Work™ http://aee.iep.edu.gr/, the Observatory shall
draw updated and valid data from the information system of myschool (https://myschool.sch.gr/). Myschool
is a new information system of the Ministry of Education & Religious Affairs geared towards the operational
integration and extension of the IT applications of the educational community; it is a collection and analysis
system of primary data at student level. It is a central-national information technology infrastructure aimed at
supporting school units and the higher administrative structures of education.

The data to be drawn from the Observatory shall be subject to processing and qualitative analysis, in order to
reach conclusions on the progress registered in Early School Leaving and formulate proposals for further ac-
tions.

The results shall be published regularly; to be more precise, they will be published on annual basis but it shall
be possible to reach intermediate conclusions throughout the teaching year.

Results shall be presented at Municipality level but it shall be possible to adapt them to other levels of admin-
istrative division (prefecture, region etc).

The Observatory aims at presenting results that shall cover all levels of formal education and training and at
suggesting measures to cope with ESL being specified in:

preventive measures
intervention measures
offsetting measures

The Observatory intends to suggest possible interventions and support programmes at school level for indi-
vidual “"doubtful” students running a school leaving risk.

Therefore, the Institute of Educational Policy shall be able to combine the qualitative with the quantitative data,
to be drawn from the two above systems of monitoring early school leaving, and plan further policies to deal
with early school leaving and education quality improvement, at local, regional and national level.

It is a sheer pleasure that in the context of “Comenius School Partnerships™ and “Comenius Regio Partner-
ships” activities have been developed around such an important issue.

The topics elaborated in the framework of “Comenius Partnerships” shall be particularly useful for us and
shall be utilized by the Institute of Educational Policy and the Ministry of Education and Religious Affairs, both in
further specifying the objectives and the measures regarding Early School Leaving in the new programming
period 2014-2020 and in implementing them.

One of the key messages is that ESL can be tackled only with cooperation and coordinated actions among all
bodies involved in the issue of ESL (ministry, Institute of Educational Policy, schools etc).

We share a common objective, which is not only national but also European, and it is certain that we need the
Comenius concept that focuses on partnership and cooperation.
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“Early school dropout: simple practices for the prevention and reduction of a
complex issue”

Ms. Styliani Lykogiannaki, University Education teacher, in charge of a Comenius Multilateral School
Partnership, 3rd Lower Secondary School of Herakleion - Crete

I am an English language teacher in the 3"Lower Secondary School of Crete;
the school participates in a multilateral Comenius school partnership.

The action’s title is “Let’s go to school in Europe!” and resulted from the semi-
nar of finding partners in which | participated in November 2011 in France.

The subject and targets of this multilateral partnership involve first of all the
investigation of causes and consequences of early school leaving, the informa-
tion and sensitization with regard to prevention and reduction of the phenom-
enon and the information campaign about the beneficial impact of school and
learning on every person.

Moreover, a very important objective is the exchange of best practices to com-
bat school dropout and school failure and reinforce the European dimension
of education.

Eight (8) schools from 7 countries take part in this action: one school from Denmark, two schools from France,
one school from Ireland, the 3"Lower Secondary School of Herakleion-Crete from Greece, one from Romania,
Spain and Turkey. Diversity is evident. These are schools from countries with high, low and moderate school
dropout rates, such as Greece, so close to the European Union average so that we can obtain the maximum
possible benefits from the exchange of ideas and best practices during the cooperation lasting 2 years. We are
now running the second year of implementation.

The partnership of 8 schools from 7 different countries adds diversity to the cooperation and contributes to a
more integrated and comprehensive investigation of the school dropout phenomenon at European level.

Information on our school follows below. It is a city school, a large one, of approximately 600 students, with
27 up to 30 students per class, at the age of 13 to 15 years and following a morning schedule. We have some
basic infrastructure: information technology and chemistry laboratories, library and interactive tables in many
rooms.

The common conclusion we reached in the partnership schools was that students who fail to complete school
or are likely at some point to give up on school without graduating, are usually persons with low self-esteem,
with low self- confidence or persons with aggressive tendencies and violent behavior, who may also be in-
volved in incidents of school violence and very often persons without incentives for cooperation and participa-
tion in the educational process, with low performance in the classes.

We present the following preventive measures being applied in our school to reduce school dropout; we ob-
served during the cooperation in the context of the programme that these measures are applied in the re-
maining schools of the partnership and yield positive results for students. Let me briefly mention them: en-
richment of the school programme with innovative cultural, environmental, educational, health and European
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programmes, such as Comenius; participation of students in sports events, in scientific contests, mathematics
competitions and in artistic and literary competitions; organization of educational visits of students domesti-
cally and abroad. Moreover, a very important part is the support to students coming from families that encoun-
ter economic difficulties and the provision of remedial teaching or supplementary teaching support to students
with low school performance.

The effective practices observed in other schools participating in the partnership, such as Denmark, Ireland
and France, | suggest they be established in the Greek schools; such practices involve the presence of spe-
cialized personnel such as psychologists, social workers, advisors who shall support students needing guid-
ance and any form of assistance. We present below some proposals to apply activities in the classroom that
promote experiential cooperative learning and intend to instill empathy, develop self-esteem and reinforce
student’s image of themselves.

2 Thefirst activity | have applied is the following: We ask students to discuss in pairs for 2 minutes and to
report to each other how they feel and what feelings they experienced during a particular school day.
Then, each student talks before the entire class about the feelings of the person sitting next.

2 Second activity: We put cards describing feelings in a box; each student picks randomly one card on
which a feeling is written and with the help of 3-4 fellow students as actors, they stage a scene acting
this feeling. The other students are trying to discover which feeling is the one being described in this
role play. Atthe end the director gives a title to the scene.

The objectives of these activities, which are very simple and brief, is for students to acquire basic emotional
skills, to manage their feelings in daily life, to express and share their feelings, to understand the perspective
of others, something which is very important.

2 Another activity is to print metro stations and hand them over to students. Each student is looking for
the fellow student who gets off in the same station. We then tell students that one from each pair shall
ask the other one continuously, waiting an answer to the same question: “Who are you?”And the other
one shall give each time a different answer. After 3 minutes we give the instruction to change this
process.

2 Inthe same context, another activity is when all students as a team are called upon to respond to our
invitation. Athens metro is being renovated and you should paint the walls of a station. You shall try
using paintings, words, verses or symbols to depict elements of your identity and yourself for which
you are proud of and which you like. You have 15 minutes.

The aim of these two activities is for students to know their identity and the identity of others, to become tolerant
to diversity, to focus on the identity’s positive elements and grow empathy; this is of paramount importance.

The positive response of students to such activities is very indicative and it contributes to gradual adaptation
and active participation in their school life. Therefore, my conviction is that students should not seek to leave but
seek to stay within a school environment where they feel they fully belong, as equal members.

“PREVENTING EARLY SCHOOL LEAVING”

“Preventing Early school leaving”

Ms. Aggeliki Karanasiou, Director of Kavala Vocational School, Directorate of Secondary Education, Kavala
Prefecture

First of all, I would like to thank Ms Xarhoulakou for our very fruitful coopera-
tion during this period.

I am Director at Kavala Vocational School and | represent Secondary Education
in Comenius-Regio programme entitled “Preventing Early School Leaving".
This is the second year of the programme.

We no longer have to do with a school that struggles to carry out the partnership. A
local, regional educational Authority is taking the lead, undertaking the burden of
coordination in each of the two Regions; such authority is bilateral, one in Greece
and the other abroad; below, within the corporate relation, we have at least one
> =% school and at least one body that make the difference. The other body could be
anything. It could be a Commercial Professional Chamber and enterprise, up to
a museum, Parents and Custodians Association, library, anything at all and this
is the interesting part in partnerships which shall also exist in Erasmus+.

| will mention the summary of our plan and how the whole idea of implementing the programme came about.
A recent research shows that almost a high percentage of students do not complete compulsory education.
Early school leaving is an urgent and serious problem both for individuals and society as a whole. The pro-
gramme promotes the understanding of the strategies developed to combat early school leaving; the ultimate
aim is to develop a common strategy to prevent the phenomenon.

It is based on best practices at European level and on the holistic method. By creating questionnaires, an ac-
tion plan is being prepared that includes an academic support programme in the context of school, family
and training; it also includes the values of school education. It draws up letters and plans visits at home; it
organizes the management of behavioral problems, the psychological support and the use of skills. Students
in Secondary Education and particularly vocational education and training constitute the target group. Finally,
the programme develops guidelines with an application guide for teachers and information leaflets for the
families.

The programme’s coordinators are the National Education Directorate of Mersin Province in Turkey; a Pri-
mary Education school also participates (Capar Ayvadedigi Ilkogretim Okulu), a school of Technical Vocational
Education (Mezitli Teknik ve Endustri Meslek Lisesi) and the Mediterranean Center of Research and Guidance
(Akdeniz Rehberlik ve Arastirma Merkezi). Greece has the following participations: Directorate of Secondary
Education, Prefecture of Kavala, Vocational School of Kavala, School Laboratory of Kavala (renamed into Voca-
tional Laboratory of Kavala) and the Municipality of Kavala.

Early school leaving refers to the process of a student’s giving up school. The cases of early school leaving in
countries such as Turkey and Greece still continue being a scourge for societies and culture because life is
important and each dream is precious.
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Although western societies have managed to legislate on formal equal opportunities in accessing the grades
of education, a deep gap is opened between those who succeed in their educational career and those who see
the doors of the educational system close permanently.

At the same time, while everyone is talking about quality, educational effectiveness, innovations, civilization
and the culture of the digital future, some thousands of children and adolescents withdraw quietly from the
rooms and school yards, following quietly a nomic course of submission to a tough social destiny, their early
withdrawal from the school protected environment.

The dropout and leaving rate is very high in Turkey and mainly has to do with the girls. Based on information
coming from our partners, it is common for girls to be forced by their family to give up school for religious and
traditional reasons, to get married and have a family at a young age; this is the reason why they have adopted
an early intervention system from the first day the child does not show up at school, with the assistance of
psychologists, the school Headmaster and the teacher in charge. They intervene directly and are very well or-
ganized in this regard by “sending letters to the families of children” and “with home visits” as they try to avoid
school dropout.

Based on EUROSTAT data, in 2011 we see that Greece posts a 13,1% dropout; the aim is to lower it to 10%. Data
illustrate that Greece is doing well in comparison to other European countries. However, there is an intense
problem in technical education. | come from technical education and keep track of data on students who quit.
Such rates get higher each year.

When we talk about early school leaving, we mainly refer to compulsory education and we do not have many data
for children beyond the age of 16; however, based on EUROSTAT data, we witness a relatively high dropout in the
age groups 16 to 29 years. Greece is at a good level. Turkey and Spain present a largely higher dropout rate.

Up to now, at least Kavala prefecture did not present a high dropout rate. Seeking for data from the Headmas-
ters of school units regarding previous years, we ascertained that we had low rates, but last year and this year
the rates they gave us are much higher. We observed that due to economic problems, families cannot support
their children with tutorial classes; sometimes they cannot even pay their ticket to go to school, to have their
breakfast and attend their classes.

Based on data, the Low Secondary school of Keramoti presents the highest dropout rate in compulsory edu-
cation at Kavala Prefecture with 21 students, due to Roma population domiciled in the surrounding area and
Eleftheroupoli Low Secondary school with 13 students, due to the fact that many economic migrants live in the
adjacent area.

In the previous year, 33 students discontinued school attendance in the Vocational School but were mainly
adults, so they were not included in the compulsory education rates.

This year the 1 Vocational Upper Secondary school presents a dropout of 16 students, much higher rate com-
pared to the previous year; the 2" Evening Vocational Upper Secondary school posts a dropout of approxi-
mately 40 students but this is also a school with adult students, and the 4" Vocational Upper Secondary school
presents a dropout of 19 students, but it is a school that was affected due to specialties and the teachers who
are placed in availability.

Our programme, entitled “Preventing early school leaving” aims at contributing to further reducing the phe-
nomenon of early school leaving.

Twenty seven (27) logos were suggested for the programme and one was chosen. A webpage was also cre-
ated with the entire material, posters, invitations for the day conferences (teachers and parents) and leaflets
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for parents and students. The programme kicked off with an information-oriented day conference for teachers
where a questionnaire was filled out with reference to how informed they are on the issue of school dropout
and whether they have the possibility to diagnose the problem. The results were statistically analyzed and
processed. The analysis showed that teachers consider themselves as moderately informed on the issue of
school dropout and that in their majority they have the capacity to diagnose cases of impending school dropout.
They also estimate that the relevant training is very much, too highly, necessary.

Out of the factors considered as the most important in inducing early school leaving is neglect-abandonment
of a student by his/her parents, followed by bad domestic relations, repetition of classes, the absence of family
encouragement to pursue studies, the psychological problems of students and the use of substances, such
as alcohol, drugs etc.

Finally, we estimate that the less important factors are the big distance of the school unit from home, the area
of residence and the religious credo of students and the last factor in order is competition among students.

In the context of the programme, a conference was organized for parents with the support of a psychologist.
We also cooperate with OKANA (Greek Organization Against Drugs) and the psychologists working in this or-
ganization who support us completely. At the parents’ conference, a questionnaire was distributed to parents
where various opinions were studied regarding school leaving.

We also created a questionnaire for students to be filled out at the beginning of the school year to detect any
imminent cases of early school leaving.

This material can be found on the webpage of the Secondary Education Directorate of Kavala, of Kavala Mu-
nicipality and the programme’s main webpage. We could also add information in these pages after the pro-
gramme’s completion because such information was created in the first place in order to be accessible in the
future.

All questionnaires for teachers, parents, students and the entire material shall be sent to the school units of our
area and shall be available to all schools across the country. The material shall be given in pdf format and will
be easy to be downloaded and used by any school unit.

We have also created printed material (posters, leaflets) for parents and students with tips and a series of 4
(four) letters addressing the student’s family with the aim to keep the student at school.

A letter is first given to the parent describing the legal liabilities, the number of absences (justified, non-justi-
fied); we then inform the parent on the absences made, we ask for a justification explaining the repercussions
on the student and finally we ask him/her to contact the school. All these letters and the different cases shall
be managed in a table of cases where we shall record the actions and the results.

In a second letter, we inform parents again, we report the legal sanctions, we pledge cooperation and in the
end, if we see that they do not respond, we could tell them that they will be called upon to pay a fine or that we
shall intervene by paying a visit at home in the presence of a psychologist-sociologist.

The Municipality could also help to this direction assisted by psychologists after being informed by the school
itself about the problem.

We have also created a guide with guidelines for the prevention of school leaving. This guide aims to offer
teachers recommendations to deal with early school leaving. It mainly focuses on practices that schools can
apply to reduce this problem. The guide mentions the school competences and some recommendations as to
what we should do and how they work out.
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Moreover, home visits were also part of the programme. According to the law, we have no right to visit a fam-
ily; this is why we cooperated with Keramoti Lower Secondary School which presents the highest dropout due
to the Roma settlements in the surrounding area. A medical-social center exists in the area which cooperates
with the school; a psychologist is also available who is competent to make such interventions.

In cooperation with the psychologist, the Headmaster of Keramoti School, the association of teachers and the
Director of Education, interventions were made to students who were diagnosed of running the risk to abandon
school.

Following a field visit during school hours in the area where Roma live, it was ascertained that many students
were at home and not at school (we met them on the street, the park, the house yards). The psychologist who
works closely on the issue informed us that the medical-social center offers additional support with remedial
teaching to these children and contacts their families but with no particularly positive results.

The Secondary Education Directorate of Kavala has started training seminars for teachers on how they shall
apply and use the guide.

So far 6 local meetings and 4 international ones have taken place. We have also created one questionnaire of
the programme’s evaluation to see whether its objectives have been attained.

In previous European programmes Grundtvig “Hands On Help” and Comenius “Physical and sports activities in
different environments” we had always as an objective the prevention of early school leaving.

[ would like to start by thanking the National Agency for the invitation and | will
try to be brief. | will mainly refer to the actions we presented in June to our
European programme partners at the school premises; these actions cover
the school year 2013-2014.

| will briefly mention our actions, during the previous year, because from what
| heard, reference was made by previous schools. We definitely had a ques-
tionnaire which requires time. However, what | should certainly mention and
emphasize is the high participation, broad participation of parents, with the
representative of Parents and Custodians Association, the Vice-President in
particular, who worked specifically with the team and our programme. They
gave comprehensive answers to the questionnaire which had been split in
two parts, the research and the personal questionnaire. It is extended and has been uploaded on the school’s
webpage. A very small part was very important, a course that we created in French language-the programme
is in French-in which many children participated to reinforce French language. It went very well; participation
was immense and uninterrupted. Only very few children were absent during the school year.

| also worked with the person in charge of KESYP, the Centre of Career Guidance and Counseling of Secondary
Education of Evros Prefecture, whom | thank for her cooperation because she gave me all the research and the
KESYP results to date, in order to be able to complete the actions we shall present this year.

I should also tell you that the French title of the European programme includes the word “décrochage” which
means-however simple it may see-lifting the handset from the apparatus of the telephone device. As you
understand, it is a sort of detachment. So, what did we want to do? In the first meeting, all partners declared a
passive dropout in our schools; this is why we rendered into Greek the programme’s title “School Success-
Failure is everyone’s business” and you will understand even better with the presentation that successful
students do not achieve in the professional sector and what we tend to interpret as failure, is not always the
failure of a student. It could turn out being a success, with our effort in order to have happy pupils, full schools,
and later on successful young students and professionals.

Our action is the importance of information to reduce school dropout. The decisive step in the educational
and vocational options of students is decision making. What is decision-making? It is the combination of self-
knowledge and prompt information. It is a decision to either continue or give up school. Correct information
could deter dropout, deciding to stay at school, choosing maybe another type of school.

Personal information helps a student realize the points of difference and accept himself/herself, build a multi-
faceted personality, realize the problems s/he possibly faces, forge healthy relations, manage and avoid rejec-
tion at school.
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The amount and quality of information on the issue help students increase their knowledge on the matter,
broaden their horizons, become aware of the obstacles and the difficulties, clarify their objectives, and make
a life plan; know the validity of information; choose the appropriate information and make a specific use of it;
develop the skill of active quest. It may sound a lot; it is not at allimprobable though; they can be implemented.
The amount and quality of information helps broaden the options and the alternative solutions available, boost
a student'’s self-confidence and become more responsible about his/her actions and decisions and take the
correct decisions. The amount and quality of information affects a student’s thoughts, estimates, attitudes and
behavior.

As far as social information is concerned and emotional intelligence, we are talking about self-knowledge and
social skills and we have truly witnessed the phenomenon; those with the highest school performance are
not necessarily more successful in the course of life, compared to fellow-students with lower performance.

The social abilities acquired in childhood, such as the skill to cope with adversities, to control one’s emotions
and to get on well with people and the correct decision making were the ones that played the most important
role for the student’s further image and condition.

A student should end up being more active, seeking actively information and analyzing it in a critical way; a
student should develop an active attitude vis-a-vis what is going on around, critical and social information,
who says what and why.

The actions we propose are the following: A day-conference on career guidance and information is sched-
uled for April 9 (Wednesday afternoon). Teachers, parents and students will be invited with a personal, elec-
tronic and printed invitation (conference programme). This conference covers all schools in Alexandroupolis,
the city of Feres up to Tychero and all bodies. The European programme Comenius will first be presented and
the presentations of speakers will then follow. | should tell you that parents were really interested in Come-
nius and we believe that we will have a record turnout. The programme shall be prepared a little in advance
because we are awaiting the developments in education and the changes, in cooperation with the person in
charge of KESYP. The topic shall be “Information on the Educational Options™: General Upper Secondary
School, Vocational Upper Secondary School, Vocational School, sectors and specialties of the Vocational Upper
Secondary School in the area, Higher Educational Institutes (AEI) and Technological Educational Institutes (TEI),
professions, labor market.

All the above topics will be mentioned; participants will also be given the possibility to raise questions and
get answers; it will be a beginning for the third action (I will discuss the second one below), which is students’
counseling support; the aim is to enable students to take the best decisions for their future, with Personal
Counseling taking place at KESYP. This takes place every Monday and Wednesday because the persons in-
volved in counseling are found at KESYP premises between 17.00 and 19.00. Many students from Comenius
team will most probably take part and | hope all students will participate because | have created an action
which has been added, a career assistance programme, entitled I create a personal skills file”, the e-portfolio.

Comenius team students and others from the rest of the school take part; the final objective is to have a per-
sonal view of them, having gone through informal, formal experimental or experiential learning; to know their
personality, as it stands at present, the moment the action will take place and after communication with the
person in charge to finally decide which profession(s) to follow.

The third action to take place within the school context involves the C' grade in which the career guidance
subject is taught once a week; this is when we shall make the test of career guidance, we shall process it and
children will take their answers. If participants wish to give their full name, we will try to accommodate their
wish. Should there be any reaction, we will record it and we will see how it will evolve.
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“INNOVATIVE ACTIONS - PROPOSALS WITHIN THE EUROPEAN PROGRAMME’S THEMATIC CONTEXT”

The fourth action is also institutionalized; it is called “Career days”; at the end of the school year, a full school
day is taken off. On that day, we invite professionals and anyone who will accept to join the school in person
bringing in their products; the audience will mainly consist of students but also parents who may join (as it will
be a working day) in order to get informed about the professional action of students in our region.

| will not elaborate on this any further as | wish to talk about the report we submitted in June to the National
Agency, a complementary action, with the Special Education Advisor, who has resigned by now and is working
with the academic sector.

“Integration of students with learning difficulties and dyslexia in the General School”.

[ will tell you how it came up. It is very important and it really impressed me. In April, at the meeting in Turkey,
our associates, and in particular the French team, both the students and the person in charge, presented a
small action on learning difficulties and dyslexia.

| seized the opportunity to mention that it is institutionalized in us and | observed some sort of a surprise.
Therefore, in June, again with the aid of the Advisor who gave me all the legislation, | picked up those passages
applied in Lower Secondary School, we are in the 5" Lower Secondary School - things are different-easier |
think in a Lower Secondary School. | talked about the legislation in effect today in Greece-this is very important-
until the age of 24 years. You understand how important it is for these persons, when they have such a good
treatment, to continue going to school, to be encouraged and further down to be professionally established or
even have a career (Law 3699/2008 and in particular article 6).

We enforce the entire legislation, as it should be at school, with the inclusion classes, the way of testing stu-
dents, information to parents and opinions. We should be well updated, have opinions and implement all rec-
ommendations.

What we have proposed and it is already applied at school, is to support teachers of general education in coun-
seling the parents of students with learning difficulties. We, teachers, ourselves, should be very well informed
and establish good communication with parents, to be fully aware of what it is about. It should not be just a
formality; take an opinion, submit it, book our child's testing and this is it. Things are not like that; they are more
complicated.

Concerning students with learning difficulties, it is everyone’s business and for this reason it is proposed to
inform the school unit's Teachers’ Association throughout the year and once per month.

These are the proposals we put forward to reduce the phenomenon of school dropout, to promote social inclu-
sion, the right to education and employment.
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“SCHOOL DROPOUT IN GREECE: VIEWS ON LOCAL AND SOCIAL DISPARITIES”

B “School dropout in Greece: Views on local and social disparities”

Dr. Manolis Koutouzis, Head of Programmes and Researches Sector of KANEP (Centre for Educational Policy
Development/Greek General Confederation of Labour], Assistant Professor of the European University of Cyprus

Let me begin this presentation by thanking the State Scholarships Foundation
and Ms Xarhoulakou for the invitation and the cooperation.

Let me thank in particular Ms. Mary Nikitaki with whom we have had a fruitful
cooperation in the past.

| am very glad to be here, among people | know, familiar faces, people | have
crossed in different places.

| will try to be brief. What | will practically set out to do is to present data, com-
bine them with some thoughts and then we can discuss some suggested so-
lutions at various levels.

As you can see from the title, the main tenet | will attempt to elaborate today
is that school dropout is connected with the issue of educational disparities.
Trying to deliver on my promise, let me begin with some data.

In a very recent publication, (Kyridis A., Tsakiridou H., Zagkos Ch., Koutouzis M., Tziamtzi Ch, 2011) we tried to
record the latest data on total school dropout in Greece. Studying the map, we realize that indeed differentia-
tions and disparities are found at local level. We observe for instance that some areas are characterized by low,
moderate and high school dropout; the most typical example is probably the one of Western Attica, depicted
in the darkest color. Looking at the map, one realizes that recording a phenomenon at national level is a first
data that gives basic and useful information. Let me remind you of a previous intervention were data were
presented at national level; indeed progress is registered at national level. However, when systematic investi-
gation takes place, another reality gets into the picture not being exactly different, but enriches | think the way
we deal with this phenomenon.

In this research, the indices of dropout are connected with other parameters, economic and educational ones.
The first cluster, which includes Western Macedonia and Rodopi, seems to be characterized by good technical
equipment, low rate of foreigners, low rates of students dismissed from Elementary schools, a high rate of
admission in Higher Educational Institutions.

The second cluster includes the majority of regions (for example, loannina, Larissa, Evia, Viotia, Arcadia). This
cluster is characterized by a little bit lower indicators (compared to the average in Greece) in technical equip-
ment; it is close to the average as regards foreign students, it presents low rates of dismissed students in
Elementary, Lower Secondary and Upper Secondary schools and high admission rate to Higher Educational
Institutes.

Respectively, the other regions, as shown on the map are marked by fluctuations. Western Attica, despite the
relatively good rates in technical equipment, has a high rate in foreign students, the highest rate of dismissed
students and the lowest admission rate to AEls-the lowest in the country in relation to the average.
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Moreover, economic features seem to accompany the educational ones; therefore, by looking at the map, one
realizes that in every region, disparities and unequal distribution are observed and each region can be ap-
proached only by looking at the economic and educational characteristics.

Moreover, the following information can be also added: In the period 2002-2008, 124.445 students gave up
compulsory education unjustifiably; 148.480 students-and this is important-discontinued upper secondary
grade, of whom a 21,2% at the General Upper Secondary school and a 78,8% gave up the Technical and Voca-
tional Education.

It is therefore obvious that besides the local dimension, there are also other aspects of inequality. It is therefore
obvious that besides the local dimension, there are also other aspects of inequality. Evidently, the Technical
and Vocational Education-and | listened very carefully to our colleague from Kavala who talked to us about
dropout in Technical and Vocational Education -is marked not only by local discrepancies but also by inequali-
ties compared to the Technical and General Education.

School dropout from Primary Education is very low; however, this is translated in 3.417 students, of whom
952 are foreigners, 1.898 are Roma, 49 repatriated and 525 are otherwise defined. These data suggest that the
phenomenon of dropout can have different readings. Local, economic, social and educational disparities are
reflected in school leaving and school dropout depiction.

Different characteristics and different parameters seem to affect school dropout; it seems finally that the issue
of school dropout is not only personal. It is not an issue of capabilities and skills only; it is not an issue of self-
esteem and emotionalintelligence, it does only involve an individual decision as to whether a student shall give
up school; it is the result of other factors involved.

If this is the case, a question arises: what do we do? How do we deal with it? A first answer is that we should
fully understand the phenomenon in all its dimensions and in all its depth. A first step is to map and illustrate
the problem, placing emphasis on the characteristics we underlined above. A precise and meticulous map-
ping is not the depiction of the national average. | think it was clearly shown earlier that the national average
does reflect aspects of reality but does not highlight some other particularly important parameters.

Mapping enables substantial and established policy proposals which have the potential to contribute to effec-
tive treatment of school dropout. Trying to systematize what has been suggested internationally, | am stress-
ing that dealing with the phenomenon regards 3 successive levels: national, regional and local or school level.

At national level, if it could be summarized in two words, we could say that inequality is not dealt with equality.
Inequality is treated with inequality. The concept of positive discrimination, of targeted actions in specific areas,
giving more funds, resources, technical infrastructure to areas mostly in need, the creation of Educational Priority
Zones (EPZ) could be one solution. I think that the national level should be the starting point, by acknowledging the
existence of the problem in all its dimensions and suggesting substantial positive discrimination policies.

| have the impression that many things can be accomplished at regional level. Regional Authorities could co-
ordinate the mapping of the phenomenon in more detail at the level of schools and units. | have the feeling that
the Regions could be a little bit more active in their effort to develop a mindset of taking initiatives, actions and
of practically mobilizing the educational units. The Regional Directorates could become the catalyst towards a
true decentralization of some activities, not all of them, to the level of educational unit.

At the level of school unit, | think that things start getting more specific. Listening to our colleagues earlier, |
take out two things. One thing is that indeed the educational units need to plan a real internal policy to combat
school dropout; already some of them are already doing it but | think it should be established as a culture.
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In a nutshell, the educational unit being activated, knowing its typical characteristics, the details of the phenom-
enon at local level, starts with an internal policy created by itself and its “shareholders”. Some prerequisites
are required though: Firstly, it requires Directors who shall be able to take on such a burden not ‘included in” by
the list of their duties. It also requires a parallel institutional capacity of educational units to intervene substan-
tially in these sectors whenever they judge that these are critical sectors to tackle school dropout.

It also presupposes well informed, trained and socially active teachers. The multifaceted professional develop-
ment of teachers enables them to formulate an opinion on educational and by extension social phenomena
and become active. This kind of professional growth however cannot be realized at national level; it cannot
be achieved by means of large, centrally determined trainings of “amphitheaters”, where in most of the cases
theoretical practices are the focus and not the required connection with the educational reality at local level.

KANEP (Centre for Educational Policy Development/Greek General Confederation of Labour), adopting this po-
sition, has integrated school training in its activities and | am in the pleasant position to announce you that we
have launched school training programmes, across the country, in different schools; the issue of school drop-
out figures among the topics covered by the programmes.

School dropout, based on our perspective, is certainly a national issue, but also an educational unit issue. In
this context, teachers who shall be trained on the problems faced by their school, taking into consideration the
specific parameters, characteristics, the particularities of the local area and the educational unit but who shall
be supported and recognized as key planner of the unit’s internal policy; they will not be feeling the stress and
the insecurity that we have been feeling unfortunately lately. Those teachers are able and ready to get involved
in a process of substantially dealing with the problems and predicaments related to school dropout.

| also listened with great interest the presentation on NEETS. Indeed, school dropout seems to be the first stage
people go through to finally find themselves in the position of nowhere. You do not find them in education, you
do not find them in employment either, nor in training; they are the losers, the absentees. It seems that school
dropout is connected to the constantly increasing and broadening phenomenon; it is a new kind of vulnerability,
something we should pay attention to.

Today in the afternoon, at 18.00, at the Town Hall of Ilion, an event is held on this issue, of NEETS. This phenom-
enon has been registered in Greece. Let me clarify that the term NEETS refers to young people and stands for
the initials Not in Education, Employment or Training. Itis a modern phenomenon of social vulnerability, refer-
ring to people who live in a social “nowhere”.

Unless active policies are adopted, school dropout could very likely drive some children outside the educational
system, excluding them from other institutionalized activities, ending up to a hard marginalization, tougher
than school dropout itself.

School dropout is therefore a multifaceted phenomenon. We should delimit hence in what way are we involved
as a Country, as a Region and as a School in real and actual active policies of positive discrimination, in order
to eradicate school dropout insofar as this is attributed to inequalities. This does not eliminate or compensate
for personal or even family responsibility; Of course we would be digressing if we were tackling school dropout
only under the perspective of individual or family responsibility.

The issue is deeply social; it is rooted to social causes and the more we disregard its social aspect, the more
we risk a very limited and very restricted intervention.

Positive discrimination policies that can start from the center towards the Region and schools that have the ca-
pacity and responsibility to elaborate internal policies on educational inequality could give us more substantial
solutions compared to the ones offered at policy level.
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For almost 1 year now, a programme of school training has been implemented in cooperation with the Institute
of Educational Policy.

This is a programme of school training; we have 7 different thematic areas, one of which is dropout. Others are
also available. We issued an open notice for almost a year now, for 112 schools; this is the number of schools
we are being funded. Application came from around 700 schools. It does not encompass the Regions of Main-
land Greece (Sterea) and Southern Aegean due to the known eligibility reasons of the Operational Programme.

| have the impression that very soon we will be able to expand to as many schools. It is not given yet but we
are working to this direction. It is a programme through which we approach schools. Schools do not come to
find us; we go and find them. We visit schools, their classrooms, the classes and we find school teachers, we
discuss with them on the subject matters we fix, trying to view their perspective. We try to deal with issues
using their experience. ltis a totally different concept, different than training that you are all aware of. This is the
training in an amphitheater by some speakers who seem to know everything at theoretical level but who have
a hard time suggesting substantial solutions.

It lasts 25 hours, 10 hours being by distance, 35 hours in total and in the end a certificate is awarded which is
signed by KANEP (Centre for Educational Policy Development/Greek General Confederation of Labour). We
have also trainers at local level; we have a registry of trainers, educational material that we have planned for
each learning unit. There is an educational material platform, an electronic platform where everything is up-
loaded and all participants can have access to.




“PAVING NEW WAYS FOR INVESTIGATING AND TACKLING THE PROBLEM OF EARLY SCHOOL LEAVING”

“Paving new ways for investigating and tackling the problem of early school
leaving”

Dr. Dimitra Bechlikoudi, School Advisor in Secondary Education, Directorate of Secondary Education of
Piraeus

I always cherish and have cherished long standing relationships, the ones that
last for long and with IKY | have such a relationship that dates back in the end of
‘80s when | had the honor and pleasure to be a grant holder. This scholarship
gave me the time and the means to elaborate my doctoral thesis. In the long
run, opportunities arose for many other fruitful forms of cooperation. For all
the above, | owe a warm gratitude to the State Scholarships Foundation and for
being given the floor today.

Let me start by saying a few things about the topic of school dropout through
the perspective of my colleagues, drawing many things from the discussions
with them on this issue, and in general the concerns we shared; this possibili-
ty was offered to us by virtue of the close cooperation through the programme.

| have, therefore, the pleasure to convey not only my personal view from my
long lasting experience in the field of education-almost 34 years-but also the experience of the colleagues
who work today within the school classroom. This possibility results from our cooperation in the programme
because in the context of such programmes-and not only within the specific one-state school teachers and
particularly of Upper Secondary School, have a great opportunity to communicate particularly outside teaching
hours. We are all aware of how Upper Secondary Schools work, with a tight schedule and time pressing both
teachers and students (everyone is under pressure); it is therefore very difficult to really dwell seriously on
what really concerns us within the existing structures.

Drawing on the last intervention by Mr. Koutouzis, | would really like to wish from the bottom of my heart that
all those useful remarks and observations we, teachers and executives of education, suggest, fall on sympa-
thetic ears. It is the case that quite often we get disappointed from the discontinuity, the sloppiness of work
and the lack of inspired strategies. If we have to choose between despair and hope, | suggest we choose hope
because this is what society and modern school need today.

Our activation in planning and implementing a programme gives us the opportunity to pave ourselves new
ways, notwithstanding the problems, in order to limit as much as possible the school's inadequacies; amongst
them figures the phenomenon of early school leaving.

In an attempt with our colleagues to probe into the causes of the problem, we initially discussed the ones at-
tributed to the family. | shall not spend much time on this because the topic has been elaborated by previous
speakers. Many children are forced to give up school in order to reinforce the family income. However, this
sounds illusory nowadays due to the unemployment. In addition, it has been ascertained that students facing
family problems (such as break-up of family, domestic violence-which is not at all unusual, generation gap,
indifference etc) abandon school. Besides, children facing such problems are usually of low performance re-
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sulting in school failure. This is precisely the big issue; how we should work in order to restrict school failure,
support our students urging them to adopt a positive attitude and not give up.

We also have cases of school dropout for which the school itself is to blame. In the Upper Secondary school,
we are imbued in an exam-oriented system. The numerous requirements end up by dissuading students; we
constantly talk about exams and teaching materials; the humanitarian character of education has dwindled.
In other words, when a child, an adolescent is not embraced by school, not finding a supportive environment
and school is not attractive, as mentioned by previous speakers, | do not see why this child should continue
attending school.

Attimes, discrimination plays its role; racism, school violence, physical violence, verbal abuse and psycholog-
ical violence affect students negatively and in particular those children who face specific problems and cannot
stand being members of a team; they are not accepted by the team, are marginalized for different reasons.
Unfortunately, state schools are often characterized by a repellent atmosphere. Why so? Is it maybe because
they lack the means and resources to acknowledge other skills of children beyond the strictly cognitive ones?

There are of courses other causes stemming from the school itself, i.e. ourselves. We teachers usually insist
on a teacher-centered instruction creating “distances”, not facilitating the development of relations of trust
with our students; on the contrary, such a situation deteriorates teacher-student relation resulting in a mutual
disappointment. We share the same feeling as students.

Therefore, the lack of incentives also relates to lack of sufficient and systematic guidance. A teacher is justifi-
ably protesting and is wondering: who is standing by me, who guides me, who supports me? The absence of
evaluation is another issue, having turned into a taboo for more than 30 years now. This is a big debate that
concerns all of us-not to be dealt with now-but when you feel throughout your career that nothing singles you
apart, no matter what you do, we cannot be asked to be as brave as to keep at the forefront of efforts. Teach-
ers are human beings, right? at some point they need to hear something positive for what they do, to witness
some kind of progress and evolution through his/her work, to be rewarded and be recognized; we all need this
and it does play a key role.

The disqualification of state schools and its functions is unfortunately related with the issue we are discussing
today. We do not need to analyze it. You know very well what | mean because you are teachers yourselves and
our disqualification is not only taking place before the eyes of our children but within the broader context of so-
ciety and family. Of course we have also contributed to this; we cannot eat our cake and still have it; of course
other factors have also contributed to this. We are often the recipients of a ruthless list of accusations “teach-
ers are lazy, we only work during our evening classes, we do not do anything for the school etc”. Many of these
accusations are groundless and unfair but a small minority advocates them allowing for them to be uttered.

Cooperation is absent. This is the key, according to my opinion, something which was also stressed by all
speakers. This is everyone’s concern, of schools, but also of society, human beings, groups of people. What
happens with the children? Why do children give up on school? Why is there such a lack of incentives?

Based on what | hear by colleagues from schools under my responsibility, particularly Upper Secondary
Schools, students usually raise questions such as: “What does school has to offer me? | will not find a job
anyway”. Indifference and disillusionment spring from the perception that school has nothing to offer. Of
course in some cases of students facing psychological problems, pathologic stress, internal conflicts, feelings
of insecurity, leaving school is what normally follows.
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Let us now dwell on something we are interested in and which constitutes one more factor adding to the
problem: the lack of self-criticism. We are not accustomed to looking ourselves in the mirror, looking into
ourselves to see who “we" are, as teachers and as human beings; we are not used to seeing how we stand vis-
a-vis children. This is due to our facilitating this declining trend for some many years. We felt we had to grant a
school leaving certificate to everyone even with a note 9, to see that all students were admitted to the Universi-
ties even with grades 3 and 4. This has also been a contributing factor. In other words, | lack self-knowledge,
| do not see who | am, so | cannot criticize myself neither as teacher, nor as a school advisor, or as a student; |
miss therefore my self-respect and self-confidence. The feeling of defeatism is diffuse: nothing goes well, the
others are to blame, what can | do now, me the poor guy?

On the other hand, children usually feel that nobody really cares for them particularly under the current cir-
cumstances. When | have to do crisis management, a question | usually ask colleagues is the following: Do
you listen to the child you have in front of you? Do you look it in the eyes? Simple things. Does the child feel your
humanity? Does it feel your apologies, when needed (We adults become unfair at times or make mistakes).
Does the child perceive the way you make your remark in a correct manner?

Where do we stand today? We are talking about the new school. Many things have been introduced (I will
briefly elaborate below); what does the school aim at? What does it suggest? What does it herald? It heralds
the creation of an attractive environment where children shall play a more active role in school life; they shall
creatively participate and experience this situation within a safe learning environment, enriched with knowl-
edge and other data.

Their creative participation is necessary; this is achieved through new actions and initiatives. Research papers
were introduced in schools; in some schools we have the creation of groups; students manage through groups
to show their skills. Schools today are more updated as regards national and international competitions; many
artistic, cultural and environmental programmes are carried out; educational visits take place, even on a frag-
mentary basis and hopefully more targeted. We observe that the museums and other places of visit have
put in place specialized programmes. In this way, we do not drive children to wandering around a premise
in @ mechanistic way or read to them information to be soon forgotten, but we help them communicate cre-
atively. In general, educational visits and school excursions, when targeted, new technologies, libraries, school
workshops-when existing and operating-and the participation of schools in European and other programmes
constitute factors that change the scene when properly used in every school community.

It is high time we talked about our programme. As you see, the body of our programme is the Directorate of
Secondary Education of Piraeus, with the participation of the General Upper Secondary School Agios loannis in
Renti and the Social Service of Renti Municipality. | will refer to our partners further down. We thought with our
colleagues from Upper Secondary School that if we better understand, within our school reality, the quotients,
the 1Q, EQ and HQ and if all teachers do not only focus on the intelligence quotient but on the others ones being
neglected, we could possibly achieve many positive things, for example to reinforce and succeed something
better in early school leaving.

Let's have a quick glance at the IQ; it enables the child to better comprehend its environment, develop concep-
tual thinking and learn how to solve problems. Its measurement leads to the planning and the forecast of a
better academic progress.

EQ, the emotional intelligence quotient, if developed, drives a person close to recognizing and understanding
its emotional world. It permits improvement in its social behavior, therefore the creation of sound and effective
personal relations. Dear colleagues, knowledge cannot thrive unless relations are established.
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It contributes decisively to smooth socialization. Isnt this one of the basic objectives of school; Don't we forget
many a time this objective in the name of other priorities? How much do we care about the happiness quotient?
How much are we interested in measuring it? How do children experience their school life? Do they have a nice
time? Do they get satisfaction? Do they have a positive attitude for life? Do they reach self-fulfillment? Do they
find meaning in what they do?

The Happiness Quotient (HQ) measurement largely allows the recognition and treatment of the problems
usually leading to school dropout.

This was the initial thought; this is our programme, the study of the three quotients that should be developed in
harmony in order to build well balanced students in the light of the new challenges to be faced in the context of
an unstable European Society. Let us not beat around the bush: this is the new reality we experience.

| mentioned earlier the participants from the Greek side. As regards our partners, the Inspectorate of the
Schools of Konstanta (Romania) participates; on the other hand, a school complex of Kompania-a developing
town at 15 kilometers distance from the city, and an NGO comprising the team of psychologists participating
in the programme.

Respectively, our external associate to the programme is AKMA (Athenian Center for the Study of Man). The
psychologists and other scientists who staff the center offer exceptional guidance and support in every step of
planning and implementation of our operations.

At this point, | will talk about our actions so far, the ways we employ and the benefits we obtain. Our actions:

1. Meetings of students, teachers and parents. For the first time students met with teachers to discuss
issues outside courses and performance and to exchange opinions on many issues of common inter-
est. For the first time groups were created; parents come to school in the afternoon and all colleagues
working in Upper Secondary Schools; you know very well how difficult it is to gather the parents. This is
even harder in the case of Vocational Upper Secondary Schools.

2. Organization and participation of parents group in experiential seminars. No matter how nicely we
phrase it and how vocal we are, nothing could substitute the experience of a parent when he/she joins
a gathering of other parents sharing thoughts and concerns. This is not easy, but experts help to this
direction and it is a good starting point.

3. Creation of questionnaires for each group (students, teachers, parents). The processing of answers
shall shed light to the various aspects of problems the school community is facing.

4. Carrying out practical activities (interviews, journal, and informal observatory of works). This allows us
to proceed in a more conscientious manner, taking positive steps, something that enlightens our daily
life.

5. Presentations, speeches and workshops covering a wide range of topics (Values of life, Black History

Month, local history issues, etc). What do we do? We opened the school doors. We create opportuni-
ties for various activities, we invite speakers and adolescents gradually learn to work better within the
broader team.

6. Cooperation with the partners in both countries, a really valuable experience for all of us. So, Hellas vs.
Romania! We visited both countries and we came very close as colleagues and human beings. What
did we do? We tried to find common ways to deal with common problems both regions are facing. We
jointly elaborate proposals and strategies in order to empower the school community, enabling it to
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cope with the circumstances arising by the current state of play in both countries, by poverty, ignorance,
disappointment.

Before I discuss the findings, | would like to highlight that a great deal of effort was required to carry out all this
work. The effort mainly involves the psychological factor. It is not the easiest thing in the world to drive a team
of teachers, of different age groups, mentality and views to the decision to find a common understanding and
serve a common objective, overcoming differences and contrasts. Let us not forget that unfortunately there
exist teachers’ associations where half of them do not exchange a word with the rest half of them. Very often,
selfishness, obsession to rigidities, lack of collegiality spirit prevail. Which law or which rule could remedy such
a condition? However, allow me to stress that solutions are simple. What they require though is the path of
humility, collegiality, confidence and the feeling of “I care for you”.

What did we achieve? What do we find? We ascertain improvement in the relations of students,
teachers and parents. Parents do face huge problems. We are talking about the same neighborhood,
colleagues. Everybody knows each other. It is not easy to open up. To put it mildly, if the “alleged” trained
person does not expose himself, how is it possible for the less trained one to expose himself in the team
and talk about the problems faced by his/her child or within the environment?

Effective school operation. School is running; Impressive reduction of infringement incidents,
establishment of a mild and cooperative climate. Awareness by all parties that nothing can be achieved
when acting individually; Recognition of the value of cooperation, acceptance, understanding, taking on
responsibilities and carrying them out.

Connection of the School with the social service, not only through the workshops held in the context of
the programme but also through other actions and initiatives.

Strengthening confidence in the relations. We talked about it in a personal discussion with Ms. Nikitaki.
Confidence in the relation. This is the foundation. If | do not trust you and you do not trust me, there is no
way of communication. A framework of exchange should be ensured inside the school between us, the
teachers, the educational community. This is the way to gain the confidence of parents and children.

Tackling problems early. Prevention of problems and dysfunctions. There was no occupation of the
school building although this sad phenomenon was observed in many other schools. There were no
absences, no school violence, conflicts and aggression. The school is well taken care of, the premises
are kept very clean. Children do not destroy the building; nor do they write on the walls. The Headmaster
and colleagues have managed to make children feel at home and take care of school.

Despite the gloom of our era, a feeling of optimism prevails. We shall feel it and we shall try, we will
manage. And | think that everyone feels safer.

Where does this lead us? The feeling of safety makes us feel better with ourselves, get to know ourselves
better, appreciate it and be able to love; this affects positively the relations with the others.

Strengthening the feeling of belonging. If a child does not feel as belonging to its school, if the teacher
does not feel as belonging to the school community, how could they jointly advance?

And now, the entire team, even colleagues who were not playing an active role, who were hesitant
in the beginning, they helped in their own way. | believe that the programme reinforced the unity of
teachers’ association. It enabled the shift from “I” to “We"; we are all aware of the damage caused in this
country by this complacency and the attachment to “I".
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Discussing with colleagues on how to conclude this presentation, choosing a way that would express our
cooperation, we jointly decided to conclude as follows: we change in order to jointly change what discourages,
disappoints us, annuls us.

And as | do object to concluding using words with negative connotation, our kind Information Technology
colleague, who took care of the presentation’s aesthetic part-this is what | call cooperation-reassured me by
making its size smaller, as you see. So, we keep the positive things and we continue!
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"Building Rapport to prevent early school leaving”

First of all, | would like to thank the National Agency and the Comenius Depart-
ment in particular for the possibility it gives us to present our project.

On behalf of the school community of Crete, | would also like to thank the Na-
tional Agency for the conference which is about to be held in Crete for Eras-
mus+. It is a great pleasure and honor that one of the three conferences to be
carried out in Greece, shall take place in Crete. | think that all stakeholders-
educational bodies in Crete are very much interested in such programmes and
we are very grateful for the honor.

Before | start talking about the programme, let me talk about the CD you have
in your hands which relates to another programme that we implement in the
Regional Directorate, a Comenius Regio programme. The material included in
the CD covers a 3-day Pan-Hellenic conference organized in the Center of Envi-
ronmental Education of Archanes (CEEA) on the topic “Tourism and environment in the years of sustainability”.

| would like to make reference to the person in charge of the Center of Environmental Education of Archanes
(CEEA), Ms. Sfakianaki Maria and to the entire educational team of the Center with which we have a fruitful and
excellent cooperation. | would even say that this is the cornerstone of the programme we implement.

This material, in case you do not have it, and the programme’s actions are available on Comenius Regio web-
site. http://kritis.pde.sch.gr/euprogrammes/regio.

The Rapport project is a central Comenius action, which is financed by 75% from the European Union and is
supervised by the Executive Agency Education, Audiovisual and Culture (EACEA) of the European Commission.
The project’s implementation duration is 2 years and in particular from November 2012 until November 2014,
so we are exactly in the middle of the programme’s implementation.

The Rapport project main objective is to combat early school dropout at European level, reinforcing the per-
ception of students about the benefits of completing school education. In detail, the project intends to bring in
testimonies and experiences to schools, giving thus students the opportunity to see and listen from adults the
impact of education on their lives.

The Rapport project seeks to constitute an innovative educational approach in order to avoid early school
dropout, based on three axes which were analyzed thoroughly by previous speakers, prevention, intervention
and off-setting.

Usually one person presents the project but many people work for its implementation; for this reason, before |
start mentioning the project’s details, let me refer to the pedagogical team members, i.e. to the project imple-
mentation members and in particular to the three school advisors, Ms. Aggelidaki Despoina, school advisor of
the English language, Ms. Aggeliki Kapsaski, school advisor of Literature and Mr. Georgos Pansellinas, school
advisor of IT; all three have assumed the scientific guidance in issues of early school dropout and tutorship as
well as the pedagogical utilization of the project’s products.
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I would also like to mention the three teachers of information technology, Stella Pitarokoili, who is with us to-
day, Spyros Vassilakis and Charis Blatsios who are responsible of video taking and processing. The teacher of
English, Olga Varelli, is in charge of subtitling, the legal representative of the Regional Directorate, the Regional
Director Mr. Klinakis Apostolos; with his support these actions are carried out and me who was in charge of
the overall management and project coordination.

The Rapport project was planned and is implemented by a joint venture of 8 Organizations, in 8 different Euro-
pean countries and in particular by the Organization for Research and Education (ERIFO) which is seated in Italy
and is the coordinator of the programme, the Regional Directorate of Education in Crete as well as educational
bodies and non-governmental organizations from Switzerland, Hungary, Spain, Poland, Ireland and the United
Kingdom.

The project is structured in 8 work packages and there are totally 36 deliverables among which the videos,
newsletters, evaluation reports, dvd's, dissemination events-the first one has been already organized, a net-
work of users and other deliverables. The first packages are not particularly interesting, so | go through them
quickly to save time.

The first package is clearly related to project management, contains tools for correct project management,
and tools to monitor works progress and tools for the active participation of all partners.

The second package aims at ensuring the maximum possible level of quality in the produced products. The
main tools of this package include evaluation reports, questionnaires, quality plan and the programme’s Logi-
cal Framework Agreement (LFA).

The third package aims to disseminate and diffuse the project's results to the interested parties such as
students, teachers, policy makers, parents and the public. The means to be used for this purpose are the
newsletters-one has already been produced, dissemination events-one has already been organized, two more
will be held in Crete, networks of users and obviously the programme’s website where you can find all the
products produced in the context of the programme.

The final purpose is to create an active human network of experts who shall propose solutions and contribute
to the project’s results dissemination and to the exchange of ideas and good practices.

And we have the three packages that relate to the production of the project’'s main products.

It is the fourth package which seeks to highlight the impact from early school dropout and deter the creation of
these conditions that would facilitate the rise of early school leaving process.

Four narratives have been produced in this package with two parallel stories each package, where the main
heroes had a different educational path. The first one had given up school and had a failed career and the sec-
ond completed the educational process normally and enjoyed a successful professional-social path.

The selection criteria that were fixed included a school unit of the same type, a geographical area, similar age
and socioeconomic background. Each video lasts maximum ten minutes each and subtitling is in English. You
are about to watch a short trailer of this category. If you want to see the whole video, and the other videos of this
category, you can find them on the programme’s website or on the programme’s YouTube channel.

The fifth package intends to underline the importance of education through the possibilities available for a sec-
ond chance of learning. In this package six video-interviews have been produced, presenting actors who had
interrupted the educational process but after a second chance of learning, for example an Evening School or a
Second Chance School, they managed to develop their talent and have a successful career.
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The duration of videos in this category does not exceed five minutes and the subtitling is in English; this applies
to all videos; their subtitles are in English. You will watch a few-minute trailer. You can see the entire video and
the other ones in the programme’s dissemination tools.

The sixth work package aims at promoting tutorship and training capabilities available across Europe. It also
intends to present high demand professions that do not require degrees from a higher educational grade.

For this purpose, a five-minute documentary has been produced by each country-partner covering three
main topics: the national tutorship particularities in every country, the training possibilities available in Europe
through the “Lifelong Learning” programmes and the high demand professions of low educational level.

Five video-interviews shall be produced interviewing employees in high demand professions, lasting four
minutes each. Each video shall include images from the interviewee’s work place, information on this profes-
sion, the diplomas required and the tutorship possibilities.

The next two videos, of which you will watch only one in order not to abuse your time, were film-spliced only for
the purpose of this presentation and do not constitute yet the programme’s official material. You will not see
them yet uploaded on the programme’s website.

The video refers to low educational level professions, for example confectioner, beautician, hairdressers, i.e.
all professions not requiring a degree. You cannot hear the sound. We had a problem with the sound in the first
part, because there is a voice over by the teacher who narrates in Greek but it is still under production. We are
now in the process of producing these materials.

Coordinator: Strange concept, but interesting right?

Let me also stress that when we addressed the Cedefop (European Centre for the Development of Vocational
Training) to obtain these data, i.e. to have an official record of these professions, if they have been recorded, the
answer was that a research is being currently conducted and that most probably by May, an official recording
of these professions by Cedefop shall have been announced.

So what we did was to get ideas from the other partners and we proceeded accordingly.

It is an interesting programme and we believe we will be able to final utilize its products. It is a difficult pro-
gramme requiring time, cooperation, having to overcome many problems because it may appear to the out-
side world that everything is fine, but when many people get involved with different roles each of them, a cost
is incurred, a personal and a psychological one and this is the worst. Anyway, we believe we do a good work.

To conclude my presentation, the seventh package relates to the testing of final deliverables after producing all
products, in order to check their effectiveness and the extent to which they satisfy the target-group’s learning
needs. Tests will be performed by a network of twenty users; this network will include teachers, management
executives, parents and others. Meetings will be held; in the first meeting, objectives will be described and in
the last one a final report will be produced along with an evaluation and improvement proposals.

And we finish with the last work package, the eighth one, pertaining to the taking advantage of the produced
products and the long term viability of the project’s results.

All videos shall be publicized and be available for use by teachers, students and the public, through media
such as YouTube and groups in the social networks. Approximately 3.000 DVDs will be produced, to be sent to
educational bodies and decision making bodies.

In conclusion,  would like to thank once again the National Agency and in particular the Comenius department,
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Ms. Xarhoulakou, for the possibility given to us. | hope that the new “Lifelong Learning Programme” Erasmus+
shall constitute the springboard for further creative European cooperation and Lifelong experiences for all
school units across the country.
