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1. Letter of Intent





Partner organisations must provide letters of intent on their own official paper. 

The letter must not be hand-written and it must indicate:

· the title of the proposal

· reference to project objective

· a brief description of the partner's role

· the partner’s financial undertaking

· a declaration of honour that the partner organisation is not involved with very similar or identical work packages in other applications under the LLP call for proposals 2013.

It must bear:

· the date

· the original signature of an authorised person and her/his position within the organisation

For eligibility purposes, proposals must include letters of intent from the obligatory minimum number of partners. 

Faxed or scanned versions of letters of intent can be accepted at application stage provided that at contracting stage the originals are available.
