Goal of the project

Guia (Guide Us Into Arts) is already a successful Grundtvig project that includes 9 partners and that was inspired by the Opening Doors Grundtvig project (theatre with adults with learning disabilities) coordinated by Cultural Centre Leopoldsburg and with partners in Malta and the UK in 2007-2009. 
The aim of several of these partners is to become a European group of cultural institutions working with and for learning disabled people, providing opportunities to perform and to meet. 
Therefore, a new project including new partners in a similar Grundtvig project from 2013 to 2015 would be an important step to become a larger network. Two years ago, ENCC was also the platform where partners from the existing Grundtvig project first met and agreed to develop the project.
Activities: 

The meetings will consist of: 

-  Practical workshops for disabled participants, lead by host organisation

-  Professional teachers and trainees from partner organisations will attend these workshops, 

-  Post session debriefings will exchange methodologies and experiences towards achieving monitoring and output measures, 

-  Public presentations to increase participation in European citizenship, 

-  Steering groups and committee meetings;

The project will achieve 

- reducing prejudice and enhancing social and artistic inclusion

- development of inclusive methodologies for working with disabled people

- and learning through the sharing of professional knowledge

The project acknowledges all participants as equal partners on the way to integration and to overcome stigmatisation, marginalisation and exclusion.

Not only to guide them towards, but really to lead them “into” the arts, as active participants and artists
