of effort in implementing reforms.

First of aff, as the Teport shows, the Bologna Process has achieved remarkable results over its first
decade, driving positive change in Eumpean higher educston. The foundafions of the European
Higher Education Area are now in place, enabling better quality education with greater cpporiunities
for mobility for all. The Bologna Process 15 2 European success story of which we should be prowd.

However, there is much more 10 be done. Precisely because we are Iving through a time of orisis, |
am convinced that now is the moment to step up both the pace and the direction of changs.

The Bologna Process has provided 3 framework for common efforts o reform and modemnise our
higher education systems. We now need to ensure that cur efforts deliver real bensfits on the ground,
to students, o stsff. o the ecomomy and to sociely more widely, ¥WWe must stive for continued
improvement in gquality, stimulate mobility, ensure the relevance for our labowr markets of the higher
education offered, and abave all we must significantly develop opporunities for greater numbers of
students to aocess higher education.

Why is this agenda so important? Firstly, Europe needs more graduates. Future jobs are going to
require pecple with more and better skills, and f we wish to be compelitve on the global stage. we
need to pursue & common agenda to implement the full range of reforms that have been agreed to
compete in & global knowiedge econcmy. This iz what lies at the heart of the European Uinion's
Europe 2020 sirategy, and it is aiso vital for economic regenseration and sustainsbility of the wider
continent of Europe. This strategy wilf be empty i education and higher education reform are not
addressed seroushy. Our citizens need to be able to dewslop their potential if our countries are to fulfil
theirs,

This report delivers clear messages on the challenges ahead. it draws on authonitative qualitative and
quantitative nformation from each couniry, combining the confrbutions of 3l formery separate
stocktaking organisations (Eurydice, Eurostat, Eurcstudent) under the guidance of the Balogna Foliow
Up Group in a single report. | think the result is a great success. The clear. comparative view of how
higher education reforms and modemnisation have been addressed at national level provides matenal
that will be used in our higher education debates across Europe well beyond the Bucharest Ministerial
Conference.

The Conference marks a defining moment in the Bologna Procsss - mioving from intergovernmental
agreements, from sometimes hasty system adaptations and neactions, to sound and comparable

implementation. We will continue to work together to achieve our common objectives.

The road to follow laid down in the Bucharest Miristerial Communiqué needs to be folowed
throughout the European Higher Education Area. | can promise the full support of the European
Commission on this joumey.

ECTS correctly, using its tools appropriately. Many
departments are in the process of implementing ECTS
and producing course catalogues.

* A number of departments of HEls award the DS in
English and in Greek free of charge, while many others
are in the process of preparing the DS award.

Students little by little appreciate ECTS and its value for
them, given that their study period abroad under
Erasmus is fully guaranteed for recegnition with the use
of the system.

® The New ECTS Users’ Guide in Greek is in preparation.

The Ministry of Education in 2006 and in
accordance with the Bologna Process,
issued a law (decree) for implementing
Quality Assurance in Greek Higher
Education Institutions.

Despite the initial reluctance of most
institutions, the process of Quality
Assurance has started to be established.
In the last 3 years 40% of the Greek HEIs
have responded positively to this
process, by submitting their internal
evaluation reports to be followed by the
external reports.

The Hellenic Quality Assurance Agency
(HQAA) has made a successful effort in
establishing the culture of quality
assurance among Greek HEls. =)
