	1. Applicants who submit an application for another Grundtvig or Comenius mobility action under the same Call for Proposals will be considered ineligible.

2. Due to budgetary restrictions, the NA may not approve the participation of more than 2 applicants from the same home organization for a visit to the same host organization. If there are more than 2 applicants from the same organization with the same score, the National Agency will ask the organization to prioritize their applications.

3. The NA may not approve more than 3 Greek applicants to participate in the same activity (with the exception of big-scale events like international conferences), in order to assure the European dimension of the activity. If more than 3 applicants are scored equally, priority will be given according to social criteria, as well as past academic / school performance.
	Priority will be given to applicants who: 

1. have no previous participation in a Grundtvig mobility action (Grundtvig In-Service Training, Visits and Exchanges, Grundtvig Assistantships) in the last 4 years. (5 points) 

2. work in Regional authorities and municipalities (3 points)
